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The Siebel Foundation supports organizations that bring positive and lasting 
change to local communities by sustaining programs that offer creative solutions 
for at-risk youth and other vulnerable populations.

This past year, the Siebel Foundation awarded more than $4.5 million to the 
Salvation Army. Since 2000, more than $20 million has been granted to 
the organization.

In addition, the Siebel Foundation granted $1 million to the Robin Hood 
Foundation, a nonprofit organization targeting poverty and hunger in New York 
City, to support St. John’s Bread and Life, the largest soup kitchen in Brooklyn.

The Siebel Foundation also established the Energy Free Home Foundation and 
the Energy Free Home Challenge. Teams will compete for $20 million in prizes by 
developing scalable, net zero, non-renewable energy buildings.

Other Siebel Foundation grantees include Children of the Dump and Children’s 
Shelter of Hope, providing food, shelter, and medical supplies to homeless and 
impoverished children and families in Puerto Vallarta, Mexico.

Since 2000, the Siebel Foundation has granted more than 

$20 million to the Salvation Army to help provide food and 

shelter to individuals and families in need.

Donations to chapters in California, 
New York, Montana, and Georgia are 
directed to provide food and shelter 
for the homeless. Through the Siebel 
Foundation’s contributions, the Salvation 
Army has served 2.7 million meals to 
the hungry and has provided shelter for 
450,000 nights.

In 2007, $4.7 million donated by the 
Siebel Foundation assisted impoverished 
families across the country. In northern 
California, a Siebel Foundation grant 
helped support the expansion of a 
transitional men’s shelter. The “Home 
At Last” program in southern California 
helped homeless families and individuals 

by providing them with two months 
rent and a security deposit, enabling 
them to create their own stable and self 
supporting environments.

In Montana, a Siebel Foundation grant 
to the Helena chapter helped fund 
the construction of a series of duplexes 
as part of the “Homeless to Homeowner” 
program.

A $500,000 grant to the New York City 
chapter helped fund the Street Outreach 
program, which provides food to the 
poor in Queens, Brooklyn, and lower 
Manhattan.
